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Simply a superb wine – not only does it have layers of dark fruit, but it has the structure and elegance that distinguish the best wines from the stellar '02 vintage in McLaren Vale. I have to say that I have not been a great fan of Penny's Hill over the years, considering that the wines have been made by Ben Riggs (one of the very best young winemakers around and who is surely destined for stardom) since 1995. However, a combination of vine maturity and the climatic conditions during '02 have produced a wonderful wine that is simply crying out to be cellared for a decade.

"More serious is the 2002 Shiraz, an elegant yet powerful red aged 22 months in 80% French and 20% American oak barrels. Deep, ruby/ purple-coloured, with full body, and loads of blackberry, cassis, licorice, earth and vanilla aromas as well as flavours, this chewy Shiraz possesses good underlying acidity along with fine definition and purity.
