Rather closed, it slowly unfolds layers of dark berry and plum-like flavour knit tightly with dusty, fine-grained oak, culminating in a long, lingering finish of meaty, wild berry flavour, dark olives and robust, but pliant tannin. It also represents a near-complete turnover to French oak maturation (90 per cent) from an early reliance on American oak in the 1980s, a decision that streamlines some of Barossa shiraz's chunkiness, with finer tannins and structure.

Ten Barossa growers contributed fruit to the 2002 Stonewell, including the vineyard of Peter Lehmann and his son, David, in the Stonewell subregion in the middle of the Barossa bordering Tanunda and the 100-yearold vines of Ian Becker at Koonunga. The source ingredients of Stonewell can change every year, depending on the fruit that runs by chief winemaker Andrew Wigan and his team."  Jeni Port, The Age
