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A stunning first-up shiraz from this wonderful Adelaide Hills producer. Beautiful pepper, spice and berry characters abound on the nose and palate of this delicious, perfumed, soft and eminently drinkable shiraz. Aged in new and 1 year old French barriques for 12 months, special care was taken not to overoak the wine and maintain fruit integrity. A real 'wow' wine.

"A polished, stylish Cornas-like shiraz of considerable weight and substance, and the first release under this new label. Its dark, meaty aromas of plums, berries, chocolate and black pepper almost conceal a light currant-like aspect, while the palate is long, smooth and creamy, offering a broad spectrum of sweet ripe red and black berry fruits, with a hint of confection. Drink 2007-2010+ ($38 retail)."  Jeremy Oliver – 95 points

Jeni Port nominates the 10 wines you really must try before you die: "There's not a bottle of wine carrying a price tag of more than $150. They're all readily available, too, because they're all made in Australia. Nothing here involves an air fare and hire car. There's no Grange, Hill of  Grace, Noble One, Mount Mary Quintet or Morris fortified because that would be too predictable, surely?

Shaw + Smith Shiraz: The "new" Aussie shiraz — the one that doesn't scream and shout — looks a little like this. It's lost none of its exuberance but it does hail from a cooler climate (Adelaide Hills), where over-ripeness doesn't carry the same weighty problems of other areas and where "elegant" as a descriptor isn't a dirty word..
