A stunning wine from winemaker John Davey - ably 'assisted' by Dan Hills of Fox Creek fame. It is  as good a McLaren Vale shiraz that I've tasted from the outstanding 2002 vintage. Deep magenta colour with a tinge of purple; a heady bouquet of blackberries, plum and vanilla oak leads into a rich, complex palate brimmimg with opulent fruits, chocolate, mocca and beautifully controlled oak. Wonderful balance and structure are attributes of a seamless palate that lingers in the mouth for ages.
