Peter and Michael Scholz have produced a magnificent shiraz in 2002. Year-in-year-out they make arguably the best value Barossa shiraz going around, but in outstanding years like 1998 and 2002 they make something very special indeed. Rather than giving you my detailed tasting notes I refer you to Sue Courtney's notes below - which sum up my feelings exactly, but in more vivid prose than I could ever muster. Suffice to say that it has been a long while since the contents of a bottle disappeared as quickly.

"Here's a big, juicy wine that will make you weak at the knees and make you say words like 'Oh, yum' after you taste, savour, lick your lips and let this succulent wine take over your senses. Wonderful creamy oak aromas with an infusion of mocha, cherry and mint chocolate carry through to the beautifully structured meaty palate where sensational berry fruit combines with tobacco and cigar and builds to a fantastically long, spicy, savoury, toasty finish.
