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"No one now doubts that the 2002 was a special vintage. Briefly it was one of a kind. A cool, slow ripening is not what happens in the Barossa. Normally you are constantly putting out fires. The vines may be stressed because of a heat wave and then the vine shuts down and the grapes stop ripening or it’s to cool and then suddenly warm and the grapes come to ripeness at alarming speed. With 2002 the grapes slowly ripened to perfection and in the winery no winemaker tricks were needed. I am not a fan of wild yeast ferments but continue to experiment in this area. For Hanisch 2002 the cultured yeast L226 was used. This yeast highlights the fruit aromas by leaving nature alone. The wine as they say made itself. It’s the greatest of all years but unusual. All that was needed was to guide the wine on its journey with careful use of oak. This year it was 45% new American with the rest being one and two years old. The wine stayed in oak 20 months. From 14 barrel's at the start Christa and myself culled it down to 11. This made 333 dozen. The other three barrel's went to other wines. They were O.K., in fact brilliant, but not of the final Hanisch standard. What that standard is cannot really be defined for you. It exists in my head and Christa's. It is most subjective. Finally Hanisch must perform at the highest level in any tasting or dinner party against all other wines from any part of the globe. At the winery we back this wine for that challenge."  Rolf Binder
