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Now with three superb releases in succession, the Yering Station Shiraz Viognier is firmly vying with Clonakilla for the title of Australia's best Shiraz Viognier. Last years vintage (2002) accumulated no less than 7 Trophies and was praised universally by all the wine critics. The new release seems detined to follow in its predecessor's footsteps, having already amassed 4 trophies to date. Unfortunately I think it will all be sold out by the time most of the critics have their say.

The wine has developed slowly and with absolute conviction over the past year, deeply coloured, with smooth and supple plum and blackberry, appealing oak and lovely tannins. Drink now-2018." "Tom Carson admits that the reserve shiraz-viognier is 'our only wine that I really throw the oak at, and I do that because it’s made to look good as an aged wine'. Full of spicy, cedary aromatics but dominated by oak as it washes through the mouth, this release maintains its impression of dryness even as flavours of kirsch, chocolate, pepper and anise power on.
