The 2004 Dead Horse Hill shiraz is a gem of a wine, even by lofty Heathcote standards. Produced from four hectares of low yielding shiraz vines, and built around a mass of black fruits, ripe tannins and high-quality French oak that are seamlessly interwoven; the wine is rich and brooding, with wonderful structure, concentration, focus and power. This tiny vineyard was established in 1994 and is part of a family owned sheep property at Toolleen. The vines are grown without irrigation on red soils adjacent to the Mt Camel Range.  

"Inky, impenetrable purple colour; as rich and concentrated as the bouquet promises, still locked up, but with a cave of blackberry and licorice flavours to unleash. Not too tannic. A bargain for a wine of this style. Drink Now-2019."  James Halliday - 94 points

"The 2004 Dead Horse Hill shiraz is dense and full-bodied, but easily avoids being clumsy. The nose is quite closed at present, with dark plummy fruit, and the palate full of ripe, spiced-plum flavour and dry tannins. Caillard agreed, noting "intense and rich, with blackberries, cassis. Palate adds dark chocolate and malty oak to sweet fruits. Plenty of substance." Although already three years old, the wine will be all the better for another couple of years in bottle to open up and for the nose to build. Good potential."
