Heritage Wines was established in 1984 and is situated in the historic village of Marananga, a region of increasing viticultural acclaim that has produced some of the Barossa's finest wines for over one hundred years. The winery is a small family owned enterprise run by winemaker Steve Hoff and his wife Christine. 
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The Rossco's Shiraz is the flagship wine, sourced from very old, dry-grown vines and named after a loyal grower, Ross Kalleske. It is matured for a year in one and two-year-old American barriques. Inky black, this is a huge, powerful wine with masses of blackberry fruit and spice. In the heroic mould, archetypal Barossa shiraz from old vines.
