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"Produced from 3 hectares of shiraz and 0.2 hectare of cabernet franc, the latter having an impact on style disproportionate to the area of grapes. Ron Laughton also suggests since 1992 he has endeavoured to move the wine towards a more elegant style, and I think he has succeeded admirably.
Less dense colour than Georgia's Paddock; overall, far more savoury and less luscious; bitter chocolate, spice and blackberry power the long finish to redeem the wine. 15º alc. Drink Now - 2019."  James Halliday - 94 points
"One of the more intriguing efforts tasted is Jasper Hill’s 2004 Shiraz/Cabernet Franc Emily’s Paddock, a blend of 95% Shiraz and 5% Cabernet Franc. An inky/purple color is followed by hints of graphite, blueberry, and flower scents, full-bodied, powerful flavors, and oodles of glycerin as well as fruit. "This wine needs plenty of time for its reserved expression of spicy, currant-like flavours of cranberries, blackberries and cassis to emerge. Framed by very firm, drying and astringent tannins, its impressively structured palate slowly unfolds the sweetness to match its dehydrated currant-like notes. Drink 2012-2016." "A co-fermented blend which may be unique in the world, but it works. Essentially still a Shiraz, the small quantity of well integrated Cabernet France adds to its complexity, but ultimately the vineyard terroir distinguishes it from Georgia's. A normal brooding depth to the colour, with a dark chocolate/cocoa character amongst the spices and minerality on the palate. Smooth creaminess on the ultra long finish. Typically less viscous and more elegant than Georgis's with greater length. This vintage is a ripper and will cellar for a long time if you can keep your hands off it."  Winery Notes
