SIMPLY THE BEST VALUE COOL-CLIMATE SHIRAZ VIOGNIER I HAVE TASTED. A big statement I know, but this eminently drinkable wine is a vibrant, fruit-driven, spicy shiraz. Youthful, crimson/purple colour; the nose is quite complex and perfumed, earthy, rustic, brambly and spicy with bright blackberry fruit aromas; the medium-bodied palate is a flood of sweet, brambly blackberry fruit, with good depth and richness,  and framed by soft tannins and spicy oak. Earthy, menthol and liquorice flavours add further complexity while juicy, vibrant acidity provides structure, balance and a lovely fresh finish. Spicy, earthy blackberry flavours linger beautifully.
This wine is named in honour of escaped convict William Buckley (the inspiration for Australia's favourite phrase, "You've got Buckley's (chance)"), who was a giant of a man for those days at Six Foot Six. He escaped from the first official settlement of Port Phillip Bay exactly 200 years ago and finally found himself in the Geelong district where he lived with local Aborigines for 32 years.

The wine is made by Scott Ireland for Austin's Barabool Wines, which was established in 1982 as a small family business.
