"Binder’s flagship offering, produced from a vineyard planted in on sandy, gravelly, loamy soils, is his Shiraz Hanisch. The 2004 was aged in a combination of French and American oak, more than half of which was new. It boasts a beautiful blue/purple color, great stuffing, and a fabulous perfume of crushed rocks, smoked meats, blackberries, cassis, and flowers. This thick, opulent, powerful Shiraz needs 4-5 years of cellaring, and should drink well for 20-25. Drink 2010-2031."  Robert Parker, The Wine Advocate - 95 points

"By the standards of modern Barossa Valley shiraz, positively elegant, the emphasis on moderately ripe fruit, rather than on alcohol and oak; some savoury/spicy notes extend the flavour spectrum. High-quality cork. 14.5º alc. Drink Now - 2024."  James Halliday - 94 points
"As a rule of thumb I have found that in the Barossa, when yields are average or just above, the less we interfere with the wine the better the end result. The 2004 was such a year and that is why the vintage is exceptional. If you have very high or low yields you often have to adjust wines or treat them differently which can mean adding this or that or adjusting the acids. It was a very good year for the Hanisch and we did very little to it once it hit the winery and the wine just came together. The fruit aromas as it fermented were more powerful, complex and interesting than every other batch in the winery. It just smelt better! Pick the fruit with as much flavour as possible - this comes from doing what we can to make the vines and the grapes have a good season - the rest just happens. The depth and length of the wine, without being huge, is simply amazing.

Here is a tasting note: "Youthful tones of deep, cherry black colour in part opaque and as is normal for Hanisch shows a brooding, restrained colour tone rather than a bright glitter; deep penetrating aroma that is explosive in its power, complex and penetrating and shifts from primary, ripe berry characters to leather, wood, to the faintest hints of dark chocolate; at this early stage of development the upfront characters of the fruit prevail; as expected, a heavy weight on the palate and, at times, almost too much to explore as the flavours shift from intense 'sweet' fruit which tend from riotous (something you would never think about Hanisch) to aspects showing the secondary characters of oak and other nuances which set up the big richness of this remarkable fruit." 

A lovely wine and it will turn out to be one of the better Hanisch vintages."  Rolf Binder
