The blending in of 6% viognier before bottling contributed a certain verve and polish to a finished wine that is already quite forward and approachable, despite its youth." Colour: Deep magenta red; Aroma: Rich licorice with subtle hints of white pepper, raspberry, blueberry and dark plums; Palate: Rich savoury fruit characters of raspberry, plum and berry fruits are beautifully integrated with classic white pepper.
