“The label of the Journal Shiraz states: ‘A blend a Barossa Valley and Eden Valley shiraz which was matured for twenty months in new and seasoned French oak barrels, The Journal is a tribute to (William) Salter’s attention to detail and his quest to make the best shiraz under the Saltram name’.
Salter first planted vines in the Barossa Valley in 1859 … which makes 2009 the 150th anniversary. He kept a meticulous journal of his wine growing and making, apparently. Wouldn’t mind getting a hold of that ..

It’s a wine of far more finesse than you might expect. It tastes of plums and coffee beans, tar and blackberry jubes. There’s toasty, malty, spicy oak here, but the power of fruit has consumed the vast bulk of it. You can’t fault either the wine-growing or wine-making here. It has power, weight of flavour, balance and length. As a young-ish wine it seemed to lack X-factor for me … though I hope I’m not being harsh.
