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Named after a hill that rises above the Glenmorangie distillery, The Struie is the home of a pub called the Altman Arms (this is where winemaker David Powell first heard a band called Run Rig play!). The Struie sources fruit from 40+ year old vines in the high altitudes of Eden Valley and 60+ year old vines in the Barossa Valley. The Eden Valley component imparts delicate spice, white pepper and fruit  characters, while the Barossa component displays a richer, deeper, more brooding flavor and intensity.
"Both the bouquet and palate sing the same song; blackberry, spice and quality oak woven together with ripe, balanced tannins. It is so difficult to fault these wines within the parameters, particularly at 14.5° alcohol. Drink Now – 2025."  James Halliday - 95 points
"The 2005 The Struie was sourced from cooler Eden Valley and Barossa Valley hillside vineyards. It is David Powell’s attempt to showcase the cooler side of the region. Vine age ranges from 46-110 years old. The wine was aged for 18 months in older French oak before being bottled unfined and unfiltered. It delivers a splendid bouquet of lead pencil, game, blueberry muffin, and blackberry liqueur. This is followed by an elegant Shiraz which is nevertheless full-bodied, dense, and richly flavored. Plush on the palate, it has superior depth and length and the structure to evolve for 6-8 years. Drink it through 2027. Torbreck, under the leadership of owner/winemaker David Powell, remains a Barossa Valley benchmark as well as one of the world’s greatest wine estates. The top cuvees are limited production and expensive but there are also some outstanding values in the portfolio. With regard to the current vintages for the Barossa red wines, David Powell states '2004 is more savory while 2005 has more purity and definition. 2004 is more classic, 2005 will take longer to come around.' "Spicy and brambly, with intense floral and blueberry-like aromas, there’s something reminiscent of grenache about this vibrant and juicy shiraz. Its wild, confiture-like aromas of ripe berry fruits reveal a hint of currant and raisin, with a sweet creamy backing of vanilla oak. Long and sumptuous, its plump and juicy palate of vibrant black, red and blueberry flavours is smooth and pliant, finishing with just a hint of hotness. Drink 2010-2013."  Jeremy Oliver - 91 points
