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MARGARET RIVER, WESTERN AUSTRALIA

"A sumptuous, smooth and polished Margaret River shiraz that avoids the excessively tomato-like and greenish elements not uncommon with shirazes from this region. Its slightly meaty and gamey aromas of cassis, violets, dark chocolates and cedar are lifted by a viognier-enhanced floral perfume. Framed by firm, pliant tannins, it is long and lavishly oaked, expressing a luscious, meaty and powerfully accentuated shade of dark berry/plum flavour. Finishing with a lingering core of fruit and licorice-like spices, it’s very balanced and savoury. Drink 2013-2017."  Jeremy Oliver - 95 points
"Cliff Royle, winemaker at Margaret River’s Voyager Estate, makes wines that are excellent across the board.
