"From his Yarra Valley winery, Gary Mills released three single-vineyard shirazes from all over Victoria and, while thye Heathcote and Yarra Valley shiraz are clearly worth a look, the Great Western – made from fruit sourced from the Garden Gully Vineyard in Great Western and planted in the 1950's – is a superb example of cool-climate Victorian shiraz. Made with whole bunches, and matured in 25% new oak with the rest in two-year-old hogsheads, this is classic Great Western with its spicy, black pepper and red and dark berry-infused aromas and a concentrated, silky and long palate. Already approachable, this should still be looking good four to six years from now."  Philip Rich, Australian Financial Review, Top 20 Wines of 2008
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"With fruit from vines planted in the 1950s, it's little wonder this wine is so dense and opulent. There's a heart of excellent fruit, intense black and red plums, savoury-sweet, even salty, with plenty of refreshing acidity alongside restrained, well-integrated oak. "This is my favourite of the three. It tastes of licorice, five-spice and plums, its malty oak adding smoothness as much as flavour. Supple, elongated tannins make me think that it will age rather nicely, and the balance between fruit, oak, acid and tannin is pretty much spot on. Lovely, medium-weight shiraz. Drink: 2011-2016." "Melbourne resident and winemaker Gary Mills has his heart set on Victorian shiraz but can’t seem to make his mind up exactly which Victorian shiraz. What a happy dilemma he has, making three individual wines, all from the 2006 vintage, and a rosé called José, with their combined saignée juice. The three regional shiraz bottlings are from the Yarra Valley, Heathcote and Great Western, and each has been styled according to its provenance. The cool-ish Yarra wine has a distinctly fragrant side, the young Heathcote vines get a supportive splash of viognier and the old-vine Great Western gets, well, nothing. It doesn’t need assistance – the depth and soul of old vines carries this one to the top of the class."   Nick Stock, Gourmet Traveller Wine – What's Hot 2008
"Jamsheed Great Western Shiraz 2006 Made using indigenous yeasts, matured in French oak, unfiltered and unfined. Tasted over 4 days because it was very backward for the first three: each day I would pour myself a small glass and though the nose was always quite attractive, the palate would be hard and unlovely. So I would shove the Diam back in and put the wine in the cellar to rest. Fortunately, the wine did blossom!

A deep red/purple in colour with an attractive nose, showing black plums and pepper, earth, blackberries and some liquorice. The palate is elegant and medium bodied, plums and sour cherries, spice and quite a bit of acid. The fruits seem quite deep seated and taut at the moment, even after extended airing, but I think with more bottle age they should be able to express themselves. The wine is balanced and clean, expressive and quite impressive."  Lincoln Scott, Winorama – 92+ points
"Bright colour; a savoury wine with ironstone elements supporting the red fruits; tightly wound, with strong mineral notes and plenty of grip on the finish. Diam. 14.5% alc. Drink Now - 2014." James Halliday - 92 points

"What excites me most is seeing a new shiraz producer fielding two or more regional wines. Jamsheed is one such. It is a Melbourne label with three versions of 2006 shiraz: Yarra Valley, Heathcote and Grampians. All are excellent, complex wines with alcohol levels well in check - the Grampians is 14.5 per cent; the others 13.5 per cent - and all taste different.

The winemaker, Gary Mills, has leased a winery in Healesville; it also acts as a contract winemaker for other producers and pinot noir specialist William Downie leases a corner of it to make his eponymous wines. Perth-born Mills's history includes a 21/2-year stint at the Japanese-owned Ridge winery in California - he speaks fluent Japanese - and time at Amberley Estate in Margaret River.

His Heathcote wine, rich and sweet-fruited (90/100), is from the distinguished Kennedy vineyard and totals just 120 cases - as does the Grampians wine, sourced from the old Garden Gully vineyard at Great Western. This is sturdier and a mix of savoury, earthy and spicy, with plenty of tannin and the structure to age (92/100)."  Huon Hooke, The Sydney Morning Herald – 92 points
"Made from shiraz vines planted in the 50’s, what else do you need to say? Immense blue/black colour and a dense sumptuous body, this wine is going to be a serious ager. I couldn’t believe how small the berries were, almost like puy lentils. This wine is a perfect showcase of what old vine age adds to a wine. Liquorice, black pepper and sweet blackberries dominate the nose. Salted liquorice on entry and then folds of brambled black fruits follow with silky mature tannins driving through the palate."
