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"As happened with so many small-scale South Australian wineries in around the turn of last century, it was an American, Robert Parker, who first discovered Oliver’s Taranga, rating the Shirazes from 1996, 1997 and 1998 very highly and singling out the 1998 vintage for special praise. 

Since I and virtually every other Australian wine critic had never heard of the label – the first chance I actually had to taste these wines was in 2003 while writing for another American, Steve Tanzer – I must admit that I had expected their style to conform to what has since become Parker’s consistent sweet spot of high alcoholic strength, overt oak, low acidity, massively concentrated and overcooked, raisined fruit. 

A recent tasting showed just how unbelievably wrong I was. Steadfastly sticking to her style guns, Rayment has shunned the trend for over-cooked and ultra-ripened McLaren Vale shiraz, fashioning an extremely impressive young legacy of wines of great natural balance and longevity. While she’s no longer a darling of the Parker set, since her wines now score well below those at the extreme end of the style envelope, she is as committed as ever to leaving a legacy of refined, balanced and long-living red wines.

"Hugely powerful, fruit-driven wine. Very traditional style with its robust plum pudding aromas and big, sweet oak/ripe fruit palate with slight aged notes appearing. A very good wine with a long life. 5+ years."  Winestate  (((((
"The opaque purple-colored 2006 Shiraz spent two years in French and American oak, 25% new. It reveals aromas of smoke, pencil lead, pepper, game, blueberry, and blackberry. This is followed by a full-bodied, layered, glossy Shiraz with tons of spicy blue and black fruits, excellent balance, and a lengthy, fruit-filled finish. Drink it over the next 8-10 years. "Dense, deep colour; big, bold full-bodied wine that fills every corner of the mouth with black fruits, bitter chocolate, tannins and oak. Tatty cork may imperil its slow march to maturity. Cork. 15% alc. Drink Now – 2020."  James Halliday - 92 points
"Long, savoury and velvet-smooth, this deliciously ripe and voluptuous shiraz delivers dark, intense flavours of blackberries, cassis, dark plums and chocolate enhanced by a polished background of vanilla and cedar oak. Framed by long, fine-grained tannin, it's backed by meaty, smoky undertones and finishes with lingering sour-edged fruit and slightly salty notes of dark olives. YTD 2014-2018." "It’s ultra-smooth and chocolatey and if that sounds like your kind of thing, then you’re going to love this. It has enough dark fruit power and enough creamy smooth oak to make the style work admirably. It is 15 percent alcohol but it carries it well, and my only reservation is that the oak wins out in the finish - rather than the grape flavours. It is an easy style to both admire and enjoy though, and it carries a nice slip of fine-grained tannin too. Alcohol : 15% Price : $30 Closure : Cork Drink : 2009 – 2013."
