“2006 Sons of Eden Remus Old Vine Barossa Shiraz: Deep purple-crimson; a great example of an ultra-powerful full-bodied shiraz that manages to retain some elegance; spicy black fruits with a cedary backdrop from 22 months in French oak provide a coherent play from the bouquet right through to the long finish. Cork. 14.5% alc. Drink: Now – 2026."  James Halliday – 96 points
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Sons of Eden was formed from the partnership of Simon Cowham (one of Australia's most accomplised vignerons) and Corey Ryan (one of Australia's most accomplised winemakers). They make a formidable team and their exceptional skill and experience is expressed in the Sons of Eden Wines - named in "Ten of the Best" by James Halliday Wine Companion 2010.

Simon, who had been managing vineyards for Yalumba, nurtures the vines that are used in some of the Eden/Barossa valley iconic wines. Indeed, 98% of the crop is sought after by the likes of Henschke, Yalumba and Torbreck.  Only 2% of the crop (mostly old vineyards) is selected for Corey to craft into exquisite reds of considerable flavour, complexity and length. Corey's extensive winemaking experience was at Yalumba, Henschke and Villa Maria. It is hard to imagine a better pedigree behind any wine label.

The 2006 Sons of Eden Remus is sourced from 50+ year old vines in the Eden Valley – the best shiraz Simon can find - hand plunged, cool fermented and aged for 21 months in the highest quality French oak. The wine is magnificent; complex and beautifully structured, opulent yet supple and smooth, with intense spicy flavours that are specific to the Eden Valley. Deep, bright purple-red; the rich bouquet has abundant dark berry fruit and spice; a high class velvety full-bodied palate follows, with a cascade of black fruits and spices balanced by quality oak. Sumptuous and satisfying, it’s an essay in restrained strength and style; the iron fist in a velvet glove.
"Corey Ryan worked as a winemaker at Henschke for six years before he and viticulturalist Simon Cowham, who had been managing vineyards for Yalumba, started up their own winery. It’s called Sons of Eden, and since its first vintage (2000) it has quickly emerged from the pack. One of my top picks among the hundreds of new small wineries coming out of Australia, it specializes in wines that manage to build grace and harmony into those ripe, opulent Aussie flavors… The Sons of Eden wines all strike me as exceptionally supple and smooth… It’s a balancing act, creating those refined textures without losing the effusive flavors. Sons of Eden makes three Shiraz-based reds. Romulus is the biggest, a plush Barossa red. Remus uses Eden Valley fruit, and it’s brighter and spicier, but still on the ripe end of the scale." "Sons of Eden is the venture of winemaker Corey Ryan and viticulturist Simon Cowham, who both learnt and refined their skills in the vineyards and cellars of Eden Valley. Corey Ryan is a trained oenologist with 22 vintages under his belt, having cut his teeth working as a winemaker at Henschke. Thereafter he worked for Rouge Homme and Penfolds in Coonawarra, backed up with winemaking stints in the Rhône Valley, and in 2002 took the opportunity to work in NZ, heading up the winemaking team for Villa Maria Estates (remaining a consultant to Villa Maria). In 2007 he won the Institute of Masters of Wine scholarship, awarded to the student with the highest marks across the theory and practical sections of wine assessment. Simon Cowham has a similarly international career covering such diverse organisations as Oddbins UK and the Winemakers' Federation of Australia. Having switched from the business side to grapegrowing when he qualified as a viticulturist, he began work for Yalumba as technical manager of the Heggies and Pewsey Vale vineyards. With this background, it comes as no surprise to find the estate-grown wines are of outstanding quality.”  James Halliday
