Youthful hue; unevolved bouquet, redolent of fresh crushed blackberries, redcurrant and an ironstone minerality running through the core; there is plenty of very good oak evident marrying with the fruit with apparent ease; medium-bodied with superfine tannins and vibrant almost crunchy acidity; long and deserving of some time in the cellar to show full potential. “Three tastings now, just to be sure you see. The first, for the book, was a table lifting 97 point experience. The second caused a momentary lapse of self-confidence. And the third returned my universe to its normal state - slightly smug with a subtle, knowing aura (subtitle: phew!). Be warned though; as a young wine this does not reveal itself until it’s been open for several days.

Lavish clove/aniseed oak, but pulled back from previous years, and better quality to boot. Superfine tannins, earthy sweet mixed berry fruit mixed with vanilla and clove spice - the texture is quite something, and while the acidity is keen, it settles back comfortably into the wine with a long decant. Top wine. Just above medium-bodied and surprisingly packing no heat (given the alcohol reading) - just lashings of me love you long time Hunter love. Great wine.
