"Blackjack Vineyards is situated on an easterly slope, in the old Apple and Pear growing district of the Harcourt Valley on the foothills of Mt.Alexander. Although just south of Bendigo, the climate is considerably cooler, with vintage typically occurring late April into early May. The Harcourt Valley is normally blessed with "Indian Summer" autumns - warm days and cool nights. The soils are mostly very old and not overly fertile granitic soils. The vineyard is hand pruned and hand harvested. The Blackjack Shiraz is from the original planting in 1988. 

The 2008 vintage weather was one of the hottest we have experienced in our 20-plus years at Blackjack and, consequently was one of our earliest and shortest vintages as the grapes all came to maturity around the same time.

Fermented in traditional open fermenters, hand plunged, and aged in small American oak barriques (35% new) for 22 months. Malo-lactic fermentation occurs in barrel. No finings and minimal filtration at bottling. 

Deep blood plum colour. Aromas of black  plums ,dark chocolate and wafts of black pepper. Plate shows amazing concentration and intensity of flavour for a mid weighted wine. Powerful and long finish, with acidity and tannin that will hold it in stead for some time. Suggested Cellaring 5-10 years."  Winery Notes
