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"Moppa is a sub-region in the north-western Barossa Valley, a source of hearty reds. This, from one of the Barossa’s best young winemakers, Troy Kalleske, is a delicious drop and amazing value when compared to some of the region’s more famous brews. The aromas are of dried spices, nutmeg, clove and cinnamon, together with dark berry and plum base-notes. In the mouth it’s soft and sweetfruited, savoury tannins chiming in to provide a dry but supple finish. It’s quite succulent, round and smooth. Drink it now to 10 years- plus. Food… Any red meats- especially braises and casseroles- or tasty cheeses of the harder varieties."  Huon Hooke, The Sydney Morning Herald

Looks: Dark, black red colour, full bodied. Smells: Ripe, plumy, coffee and choc. Feels: Full bodied. Tastes: Kalleske often get the balance on Barossa shiraz so right - their wines don’t walk away from being big, round and choc toned, but they have a freshness that balances such ripeness beautifully. Lo and behold, this wine does that balance well. And, it adds a nice little lick of spice and chewy tannin to the mix, with a meaty centre and good dry finish. Class." "Sourced entirely from our Kalleske Moppa vineyard, a trace of Viognier and Petit Verdot has been added to this Shiraz giving it a contemporary edge. It is dark red-purple in colour with aromas of perfume, chocolate, dried herb and a touch of pepper spice. The palate is stylish and juicy with supple but solid tannins adding good structure and pleasing chewiness to the wine.
