A perfect expression of Heathcote shiraz and with the potential to evolve into the best Tatiarra Cambrian Shiraz to date. Very deep, almost opaque colour; layers of pure blackberry and dark plum fruit on both the nose and palate complexed by spashes of spice and pepper, the oak perfectly balanced and integrated. The wine is a wonderful expression of conrolled power, elegant and light on its feet, with great structure and length.
“Tatiarra’s Heathcote Vineyard occupies a unique parcel of earth. Around 500,000,000 years ago, natural forces, moulding the world, hardened the planet’s surface forming Cambrian rock. Today, that rock exists as a discontinuous band of red earth, extending from the Heathcote township and running north past Colbinabbin, parallel to the Mount Camel range. The Tatiarra Vineyard is sustained by this band of soil derived from this ancient Cambrian rock in which Shiraz vines thrive, producing fruit of incomparable quality and wines of matchless character. The resulting wines are perfectly balanced, possessing tremendous exuberance and are capable of long term cellar development. The Cambrian Shiraz represents a wonderful expression of the Tatiarra Vineyard’s terroir and is a classic, big Heathcote Shiraz. The grapes for this wine were cropped at 2.1 tonnes per acre, producing a wine of immense power and concentration.

In contrast to the preceding 2008 vintage, 2009 was one of the strongest years experienced at Tatiarra with only a small portion of fruit needing to be Culled. Whilst the drought conditions persisted, through the diligent use of water, that had to be bought in by the company, vineyard manager Bob Wilson was able maintain the vineyard in an impeccable state and produce some of the best Shiraz fruit in the district.
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Youthful opaque inky black purple colour. Perfumed scents of dark fruits (ripe blackberry and plum), liquorice and dark chocolate with some spice end notes. The 2009 vintage has had the benefit of an extra 12 months bottle age before being released as well as seeing slightly longer barrel maturation. Full bodied, the wine possesses magnificent fruit concentration with mouthfilling flavours of ripe blackberry, liquorice, dark plum and vanilla followed by a peppery finish. Exceptional depth and persistence of flavour. Superb rock like structure will ensure excellent long term cellaring results with the potential to evolve into the best Tatiarra Cambrian Shiraz to date.”  Winery Notes
