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"The 1955 Michael that started all this, was a one off, said to be a happy fluke from only one cask of several that had come down from Yenda for the increased red vintage. This 1998 is poles apart from it, but the difference is exciting. First the flavours - though no one has said it and many would disagree - have a great affinity to Grange of good year. Though dense, not so dense, though with incredible fruit characters - blackberry dominant, but also raspberry, mint, redcurrant - not quite Grange. Yet there are similarities: the incredible ripe violets character engendered by a combination of ripe fruit and oak, particularly American oak. The 1953 Grange has, in truckloads, a sweet, mystical, exquisite aroma that penetrates and seduces. Well, this wine has it too. The entry is explosive, the mouthfeel full and rich. If ever there was a seamless wine, this is it. Wynns claim its 'rich and generous on a velvety frame'. Double it. The wine has an absolutely seamless character. From beginning to end it has an Ayers Rock profile (one day I'll do a book on my wine graphs): rising, continuing, increasing, holding, then sloping to a contained finish. It must live. Incredibly, because of this exquisite balance, it can be drunk now. To appreciate it better it needs at least 3 years, then maybe 10 years to fully develop its delicious flavour. Buy a case, at least, if you can afford it. Try a bottle occasionally to watch the development of it. You are in for a treat." Len Evans
