A superb shiraz from the Clare Valley! Full-bodied, complex and concentrated; yet extremely fresh, elegant and supple. The oak treatment is delicate and subtle and soft natural tannins complement the sweet berry fruit. 
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"Enterprise is the flagship label for Knappstein, first introduced with the 1994 vintage. It comes from a single 34-year-old block of vines on the eastern slopes of the Clare Valley; the terra rossa soil produces small crops of intense fruit using minimal irrigation. The wine spends 20 months in a mix of one- and two-year-old French oak before being eggwhite-fined and bottled without filtration. The outstanding quality of the wine is a direct reflection of the vineyard and the minimalist winemaker intervention." James Halliday
"Fragrant, concentrated aromas of lightly minty blackberries, cassis and assertive, but balanced chocolate/vanilla oak are laced with violets and smoked meats. Long, smooth and creamy, blessed with deeply intense but genuinely ripened dark berries, cherries and plums, offset by creamy chocolate oak and firm, taut tannins. Remarkably supple and elegant.
