“Following good spring rains, summer began with unexpectedly cool January temperatures, which was very reminiscent of the 2002 vintage – ideal conditions for the vines to ripen and maintain healthy canopies. February and March remained quite dry and balmy with cool nights and warm days, ideal for Cabernet Sauvignon and Shiraz flavour development. The mild weather meant that each parcel of fruit was able to be harvested at optimum flavour whilst maintaining excellent natural acid levels and deep, rich colour.

Individual parcels of Cabernet and Shiraz were carefully selected for this blend on the basis of their flavour and structural contribution. The Shiraz was chosen for its aromatic lift and intensity of flavour and the Cabernet for its ripe berry fruit and elegance. The base wines were matured as individual parcels in a combination of French and American oakfor 21 months and then blended together in the final assemblage. The wine spent over three and half years on yeast lees in the marble cellars at Yalumba’s Angaston winery prior to disgorgement.

Deep purple-red in colour, the 2004 Yalumba D Black displays aromas of rich, dark chocolate and blackberries with hints of cedar and spice. The palate is dense and evenly structured with richness and complexity of flavour. The Cabernet, with its elegant tannins and brooding, dark berry fruit flavours is well balanced by the sweet fullness and texture of the Shiraz, with an aromatic lift from the dosage. This sparkling wine is perfect for drinking now, but for those with the virtue of patience, the wine will develop even greater complexity and chocolate characters over the next two or so years, under cork.”  Winery Notes
