We are talking about high-quality sparkling - bubbly that has a zesty perfume, vibrancy, natural acidity and finishes crisp and refreshingly dry. It is impressively packaged, looking more like a Grand Marque Champagne at a glance, and the name, well its easy to pronounce, and definitive, with a touch of class to it.
